We support having Sawyer County build and maintain a new dam to replace the Carlson Road Dam.  
The dam will be similar to what the SEH Engineering firm is recommending in their March 2007 Hydraulic Control Report for Round Lake.  It would be about a 30 foot wide concrete low water dam or weir with the lowest point of the dam sill (V notch) to be about 1344.75 feet above sea level (77.0 local datum) or at the lowest elevation of the current 1941 Public Service Commission (PSC) Order (1344.75 to 1345 feet).  

When the dam is complete we support vacating the 1941 PSC order that presently governs Round Lake Water Level management.  Sawyer County would be responsible for maintaining and making certain that the new dam functions correctly.
If and only if the above is done we would also support abandoning the Placid Diversion Canal.
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
